4. The intermediate supports of bed plank are of pressed steel of “U” type profile
(Profile B) of size 50 mm x 35 mm made of CRC sheet of 1.2 mm thick of “grade
confirming to IS 277).

5. The bed plan is 18 mm thickness pre-laminated particle board grade as per
